, some members of the CPC community and a few   

others were blessed by the teaching of Sergio Danon of Jews for Jesus. Sergio demonstrated 
the connections between the Passover Seder and the Last Supper which we, as Christians, 
commemorate with Communion. After our time of learning, we were all invited to a time of  
reflection and preparation before we served each other the Lordôs Supper in the sacrament of 
Communion. It was a touching time of worship. 

This was the third such evening in a planned series of monthly Communion Services. The 
third Sunday of every month has been   reserved for these services, which we hope will be an 
outreach to all those around us (those without a church home, for whatever reason).  

Our desire for each monthly service is 
three-fold:  1) to glorify God in all three 
persons, through unique and meaningful 
experiences 2) to encourage unity in the 
Body of Christ, His Church, through the 
Sacrament of Communion 3) to encourage 
those outside the Body of Christ to       
consider His invitation.
