We’'ve been into our Sunday series
in the Apostle Paul’s book of
Romans for a couple weeks now.
One of the many wonderful pas-
sages of the book is the teaching on
spiritual gifts in chapter 12. In the
course of that chapter Paul affirms
that if you are “in Christ,” you are
gifted. That is, if you believe in
Jesus and confess him as Lord, you
are a Christian and have the Holy
Spirit in you. If you have the Spirit in
you, then you have a gift of the
Spirit. Various gifts are a kind of mo-
tivation for ministry, the thing that
drives you in service to God.

Perhaps your passion is teaching. If
so, you have a zeal for knowledge
and a desire to see people

come into an understanding

of God’s truth.

Perhaps your passion is ser-
vice. If that's what drives
you, then you are a selfless
minister in the model of
Jesus. You want to see the
church become a place
where all are taken care of.

Maybe your passion is lead-
ership, or giving, or proph-
esy. If you are animated by

one of these motivations, then
you want the church to be well
managed, generous, or speaking
God'’s word to our current situa-
tion.

Paul’s point is that the body of
Christ, the church, functions well
when all the members share their
gifts for the benefit of the whole.
You are a gifted and generous
congregation. | pray that you
might increasingly operate in the
area of your gifts, to share for the
benefit of all as God has lain on
your heart. When we do that, the
church is strengthened, and we
will know joy.

Revealing....The new face of Youth
Group!

As we begin a new year God has really been working
in our hearts about how and why Eric and | do youth
group at CPC. We have a core group of students who
attend weekly youth group meetings and even a few
more that attend different events, retreats, confirma-
tion, and Sunday school. These students have been on
my mind during recent weeks as my Tuesday night
bible study group has been focusing on Steve Timmis’
Gospel Community theory for churches and small
groups. In short, Timmis believes Jesus surrounded himself with a community, (the Twelve Disciples), with
which he broke bread, studied God’s will, and lived it out among the people of the time. This is how we as
Christians should be living. As it is written in Acts 2:42 & 44 “They devoted themselves to the apostles'
teaching and to the fellowship, to the breaking of bread and to prayer ...they gave to anyone as he had
need” (NIV).
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This idea of living as Jesus did — in Gospel Community - has been my foundation for some changes to how
we do youth ministry. Instead of just meeting for “youth group” 4 times a month, we will be transitioning
to a new model where we will have weekly discipleship meetings to focus on studying God’s Word and
growing in our faith as Christians. We will also incorporate larger gatherings at local restaurants and other
locations where our youth can invite their friends to “hang out” and build relationships in a non-
threatening environment. Once a month (or more as we are called) we will act out our Christian faith in ser-
vice to others throughout our community.

How can the congregation support this new venture? We are looking for people, not just parents, to host
our discipleship group in their homes on Sundays. It would be on a one month rotation and traditionally on
Sundays from 6:30 — 8pm. Those times are flexible though. For the month of October we will be meeting at
the Moritz’s house. The other thing you can do is pray. Prayer is essential to everything we do in the youth
ministry department.

It is the purpose of the Outreach/Evangelism Committee to provide opportunities for our congrega-
tion to interact with people in the surrounding community in ways that allow us to either demonstrate
God’s love or to declare His love.
